The town of Mariánské Lázne (better known among westerners as Marienbad) is an old-style health
resort in the heart of Western Bohemia, a region full of historical and natural beauty.

Even non-drinkers probably know that Pilsen is famous for its beer (Pils) and as the home of the
Skoda car factory. Traffic in the town centre is heavy so, if you wish to visit the city where beer has
been brewed since 1295, find the campsite and use the bus. Visits to the brewery may be arranged.
Camping Bilá Hora is a suitable site and is situated amidst trees in the suburb of Bila Hora, about
three kilometres north of the city centre on the edge of town. The 50 pitches are on a slope in 
a clearing, but level concrete tracks have been made for caravans and motorcaravans, with electricity
available at 30 pitches. It is a pleasant, quiet site with its own restaurant.

Camp Drusus is a friendly, family site on the western edge of Prague. It provides a good base from
which to explore this beautiful city with the metro station only 15 minutes walk away.
